As a professional interior designer, I have developed construction documents that address building codes and the health, safety and welfare of the public. Per the International Building Code construction documents must be stamped by a registered design professional.  The Architecture statute requires an architect stamp for projects over 4,000 square feet or for changes in occupancy.
Recently I submitted documents that did not include structural work or change of occupancy.  I was unable to permit the construction drawings without a stamp by a registered design professional. Unfortunately I was required to hire an architect to submit drawings for permit, which is a duplication of work that my client should not have to pay for.
If Oregon licensed interior designers, I would obtain credibility among building officials and other design and construction professionals who have this status within their respected fields. Our clients will have the choice to make an educated decision when they require a professional designer.

[Bidding Option]

While I have these credentials, the [city, county, or state RFP] does not contract services out to Interior Designers.  The RFPs require a licensed professional, such as an architect, even if the project is a simple tenant improvement under 4,000 sf.  By not being licensed in my field, I am unable to compete for these projects.
